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BLUE&ME

OVERVIEW

The Blue&Me™ message reader enables
automatic reading, through the car sound
system, of the SMS texts you receive on
your Bluetooth® wireless technology mo-
bile phone. The message reader will also in-
terpret any abbreviation and emoticon con-
tained in the SMS text.

Message reader functions are managed by
the control buttons on the steering wheel or
by the Blue&Me™ voice commands.

MESSAGE READER

The Blue&Me™ message reader enables
the following operations:

O To display on the instrument panel mul-
tifunction display a visual notification sig-
nal indicating that you have received a
new SMS text on your Bluetooth®
wireless technology mobile phone, with
sender’s number/name; Blue&Me™
will also propose you to read the mes-
sage received

O To manage the list of SMS fexts received
on your Blue&Me™ paired mobile
phone

O To read again the messages received and
stored

O To call the SMS text sender using the
buttons on the steering wheel or voice
commands

3 To delete individual messages or the en-
tire inbox using the buttons on the steer-
ing wheel or voice commands.

The Blue&Me™ system can also recog-
nize and read abbreviations, if any (e.g.
“ILUVU” will be read like “I love you”) and
interpret  the most usual emoticons
(e.g. ) will be read like “Smile”), adopt-
ed nowadays to write SMS texts.

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HOW TO USE THE
MESSAGE READER

How to read
an incoming SMS text

At the arrival of a new SMS text,
Blue&Me™ plays a tone and it will ask if
you would like to read it (according fo set
signal types).

2 For information on signal types refer to
paragraph Signal types.

Press SRC o ¢ and Blue&Me™

-». will read the SMS text received. The
message will be read taking info ac-
count any abbreviation or emoticon
contained in the text.

Otherwise press 4§, Blue&Me™ will
not read the message but it will store
it so you can read the message later
(for further information refer to para-
graph How to read the last
SMS text received).

* Or, using voice interaction:

if you pronounce “Yes”, Blue&Me™
will read the message, taking into ac-
count any abbreviation contained in
the text, otherwise say “No”, the
system will store the message so you
can read it later (for further informa-
tion refer to paragraph How to
read the last SMS text re-
ceived).

How to read the last SMS
text received

After receiving a message, Blue& Me™ will
store it (both read or notf read message) in
the inbox (refer to paragraph Inbox).

To read the last message received,
-». open Blue&Me™ Main Menu
and select option MESSAGE
READER, then press SRC or ¢ .

Select the option READ LAST and
press SRC or ¢, Blue&Me™ will
read the last message received.

Press *)) and pronounce “Read

last one”, Blue&Me™ will read
the text of the last message received.



Inbox

Blue&Me™ will store up to 20 received
messages (in the event of linked messages,
the number of stored messages could be low-
er) when your mobile phone is paired with
Bluetooth® When the inbox is full, the new
incoming message will delete the oldest
message received (also if not read yet). It
is also possible to delete just one message
or fo delete the entire inbox (refer to para-
graph Managing messages).

To read a particular message stored in
-». the inbox, open the Blue&Me™
Main Menu and select the option
MESSAGE READER, then press
SRCor 7.
Select option INBOX, then press
SRC or ¢ Scroll stored messages and
select the required one, the system will
display the SMS text sender’s data, if
available. Select READ and press
SRC or ¢, Blue&Me™ will read the
selected message.

» Or, using voice inferaction:

Press *))) and pronounce “Message
reader”, after the acoustic signal
pronounce “Inbox”; Blue&Me™
will display the first message con-
tained in the inbox (and also the
phone number of the SMS text
sender, if stored in the phonebook).

To scroll the Inbox pronounce “Pre-
vious” or “Next”; when the re-
quired message is displayed, say
“Read”, Blue&Me™ will read the
selected message.

Pronounce “Delete” to delete the se-
lected message.

Managing messages

For every message received, Blue&Me™
enables to:

O read it
O call directly the sender
O delete it

To do this when reading the message

-»; open the Blue&Me™ Main Menu
and then press buttons SRC or ¢ o
select the required option.

“Call” or “Delete”, the system will
select the required option.

Deleting all messages

Blue&Me™ can store max 20 messages,
a new incoming message will delete the old-
est one received from the inbox. All mes-
sages stored by Blue&Me™ can be delet-
ed by one single command.

To delete all messages, open the
Blue&Me™ Main Menu and se-
lect DELETE ALL, then press SRC or
&, the system will ask DELETE ALL
MESSAGES FROM VEHICLE?,
press SRC or ¢ 1o delete all messages,
otherwise press 4.

Or, using voice interaction:

Press *))) and pronounce “Message
reader”.

After the acoustic signal say
“Delete all”; Blue&Me™ will ask
“Delete all messages from the
vehide now?”, say “Yes” to delete
all messages, otherwise say “No”.

Signal types

With the Blue&Me™ message reader it
is possible to set three nofification signals
for the arrival of a new SMS text:

O VIS.+ACOUST. SIGNAL:
Blue&Me™ will warn you of a new in-
coming message through a visual signal
on the instrument panel display and
through  an  acoustic  signal.
Blue&Me™ will also ask if you would
like to read the message.

O VISUAL SIGNAL ONLY:
Blue&Me™ will warn you of a new in-
coming message through a visual signal
on the instrument panel display. The mes-
sage received can also be read later (see
paragraphs How to read the last SMS fext
received and Inbox).

O READER OFF:

Blue&Me™ deactivates the Message
reader; a new incoming message will
not be signalled and will not be trans-
mitted to the system.

Select the option SIGNAL TYPE and
scroll the three available options using
buttons A or 'V, select the required
option and then press SRC or ¢ .

Press *))) and pronounce “Message
reader”, after the acoustic signal say
“Signal type”; Blue&Me™ will
list the available options and then you
can select the required one by pro-
nouncing “Reader off” or “Visu-
al and acoustic signal” or “Vi-
sual signal only”.
